WHEREAS, on Saturday, September 9% 2023, Pajarillaga competed in the
Men 200 Backstroke where he set the new CNMI record with a time of 2:16.69
which beat the previous record of 2:18.04 set by Kensuke Kimura; and

WHEREAS, Pajarillaga’s time earned him second place in Heat 1 of the
competition; and

WHEREAS, Pajarillaga’s showed his commitment by attending practices
and learning from his coaches Richard Sikkel and Hiroyuki Kimura; and

WHEREAS, Pajarillaga’s success brings tremendous pride to his school
Grace Christian Academy, his family, and the entire CNMI community; and

WHEREAS, the Youth Congress encourages the youth of the CNMI to
continue showcasing their great skills and talents in international sports and
educational competition around the world; and
